HOUSE RULES

1. Residents are required to keep clean and uncluttered, those areas designated for use by all residents, such as: kitchen, dining room, living room, hallway, patio and deck.

2. Residents should be properly attired while using above areas.

3. No smoking is permitted in any buildings, by order of the fire department. Smoking is only permitted in designated areas.

4. Residents have the right to have visitors, without prior notice, during posted visiting hours. Visitors can also arrange to come at other times, provided the rights of other residents are not infringed upon.

5. Televisions and radios shall be turned to low volume after 10:00 P.M. or at any time another resident voices a complaint, within reason.
6. Main entrances and exits in Canyon House shall be locked between 10:00 P.M. and 6:30 A.M. for the protection of residents and staff. No internal locks are permitted on resident bedroom doors, by order of the fire department.  All staff always has keys to gain access to resident’s rooms externally.
7. Residents shall have access to an in-house phone, at no charge, any time they wish to make a call. Residents who wish to have a private telephone in their own room can have one installed, at their expense.
8. Employees of Canyon House are not to be solicited for private employment.  Should a resident/responsible party hire a Canyon House employee within a period of 6 months from the date of discharge of that resident from Canyon House, he/she will owe Canyon House a fee equivalent to twice the monthly fee being paid by that resident during his/her stay at Canyon House. 

9. Canyon House Employees are not to solicit or accept any unsolicited gifts without the knowledge and approval of Canyon House management.
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
